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1. Margins and spacing 

Single column, two-centimeter margins all around, double-spaced body text.

2. Required information 

The paper title should be bold, centered, 18-point, not all caps.

(Reminder, reviewing is blind, so a separate identification page with author information must be sent, as indicated in the CFP.)

After the title all of the following should appear left-flush, each on a separate

line, with a bold title, with values as indicated: 

· Paper ID Code: see Call For Papers

· Topic Area: 1 or 2 areas most closely matching the submission 

· Keywords:  Up to 5 keywords specifying subject area

· Which session: T1, T2, T3, T4, or G

· Word Count, excluding title page and references

· Under consideration for other conferences? If yes, please list

Abstract:  Short (no more than 5 lines) summary

3. Typeface 

Use a 12-point serifed font for body text, footnotes and bibliography may be smaller.

Section headers as follows:

       Section Bold, 14pt 

       Subsection Bold, 12pt 

       Subsubsection etc. Bold, 12pt 

All (sub)sections headers must be numbered with arabic numerals, decimal format (e.g. 1.2. for second subsection of first section.).
